Organization system of elimination Pro-TKD tournaments and final tournament for the title of Continental champion of Europe

2010.
· Elimination tournaments will be organized during February, March and April 2010.

· Final tournament for the title of Continental Champion of Europe will be held in May 2010.

· 4 elimination tournaments are being founded in Europe

· Each tournament is being held in 2 weight categories with 8 fighters per category

· If the promoter of elimination tournament receives more than 8 applications, he will make selection or organize pre fights in order to get 8 fighters who are fighting on the elimination tournament 

· One fighter can compete on more elimination tournaments
· First and second placed fighters from elimination tournaments compete on the European final tournament for the title of Professional Champion of Europe.

Pro Champion of Europe wins the right to compete on World Final Two for the title of Professional champion of the World.
All champions of elimination tournaments will be drawn on odd numbers (1, 3, 5 and 7), and second placed on even number (2, 4, 6 and 8) in order that the fighters from same elimination tournament can’t fight in the first round.

Fighter who don’t win 1st place on the European tournament, 7 + 1 chosen by the main promoter, acquire the right to compete on additional elimination tournament in October 2010. The winner of this tournament also wins the right to compete on World Final Two

All elimination tournaments must be according to following conditions:

· Public event for the audience

· Mandatory TV broadcast 

· Fights in a ring 8x8 meters (or 7x7) on elevated podium
· Artificial lightning which enables quality of TV recordings
· Fighting equipment according to rules 
· Pro-TKD umpires with electronic “scoring machine”
· Host of the event with proper sound system

· The tournament lasts for max 120-180 minutes 

· 1st and 2nd placed fighters get 1.000,00 € fee for European finals and travel expenses to European finals for fighter and his coach  

· European finals must be organized in World final style and the main promoter must approve scenario of the event 

· Organizers of eliminations pay 1000.00 € fee for each fighter they send to European finals
· From collected fees (16.000,00 €) + 4.000,00 € ensured by the organizer of European finals reward fund is formed in the amount of 20.000,00 € from which 10.000,00 € goes to the champion in each weight category. Next to that, the organizer ensures the trophy and travel expenses for the champion and his coach for World Final Two.
